FLOW aims to increase the understanding of the
connection that the young generation has with
water (oceans, seas, rivers, lakes, etc.).

Moreover, by combining transdisciplinary methods
— horizon scanning, ethnographic fieldwork, and
experiential futures workshop — in an innovative
way, FLOW engages youth in intergenerational
justice and transdisciplinary research.

Bringing together young people from across
Europe will give the opportunity to explore how
young people imagine their future in connection to

waters.

Experiential future workshops will provide
participants with the means to discuss and
imagine the future of human-waters relations in
an immersive and tangible way. Through scenario
enactments with role-playing, speculative design,
drawings, and storytelling future perspectives will
become concret to be discussed in a participatory

way.

Furthermore, workshops will follow a
transdisciplinary approach of FLOW, encouraging
youth to reveal to us insight on the future of
human-water relations through their own lens. As
such, insights on expectations and future
perspectives of the young generation on human-
water relations, future lifestyles, future
stewardship, and engagement initiatives, will be

produced.

With the focus on seven bio-geographic regions,
each workshop will host 20 young people aged
between 18-30 from the same regions. We will
ensure a diverse representation when it comes to
gender, age, socio-cultural background and

education.

will be carried out by Volonteurope on the basis
